YOUR COMPETITIVE AGE FOR THIS CONTEST; AAU and OPEN events.
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AAU MEMBERSHIP: All athletes/coaches must be AAU Members and must attach copies of their
cards to their entry forms. You may contact your local AAU District to obtain a card by calling
1-800-AAU-4USA or register instantly online at www.aausports.org and clicking on the Join Now
button. Remember to print a copy of your card. You will need this to register for nationals as well.

*All athletes must have a current AAU membership
*AAU membership may not be included as part of the entry fee to the event
*AAU membership must be obtained prior to the competition.

AWARDS: AAU Events: Official AAU Medals for Individual and Team events. Individual medals for 14" place;
Team medals for 15t-3 place and a medal for each team member.
Coaches, please come up and collect medals for your team.

Open Events: Trophies for 15:-31 place individual events; 15! place trophies for Teams.
Presentation of Awards: Individual awards will be posted at the end of the gymnasium as they become available.

Athletes will report to the awards table for their award and score sheet. Team awards and Championships will be
announced.

Deadline for entries: All entries must be postmarked by April 28, 2012.

Practice Area: Athletes may not practice in front of the judges or in any area where there is risk of the baton rolling onto
the floor and interrupting the routine of another athlete. Practice areas will be available in the corners of the gym.

Entry Confirmation: In order to confirm that we have received your entry and have processed your events in the correct
categories, it is imperative to include an email address on your entry form. You may use your email or your coach’s email
and this will allow us to make any needed changes!

Music: Solo Freestyle, Solo Dance Twirl, and all teams using your own music; PLEASE TURN IN YOUR MUSIC AT
7AM. We can only accept CD’s and ONE song per CD. Please perform a music check prior to the contest. Coach’s may
pick up your music at the conclusion of your performance.

Set System: We will run a set system for STRUTS only (excluding basic and military). This will allow the Int, Adv and
Elite strutters the floor space they need to perform.

T-Shirts: AAU Baton Twirling Southeast Super Regional T-shirts will be preordered so please make sure you mark your
correct size and prepay. Very few extra shirts will be ordered and cash only on the day of the contests. No checks or
credit cards.

AAU AND OPEN EVENT AGE DIVISIONS; AGE AS OF JULY 30, 2012

General Information:

*Gymnastic stunts/skills are ONLY allowed in AAU Freestyle, Dance Twirl, and Strut (only 2 tricks per Routine). Novelty and Show
Twirl Team are allowed to use the approved gymnastic skills. Allowable skills are cartwheels, walkovers, and handstands in which
one or two hands must touch the ground before the feet go over the head.

*Gymnastics stunts/skills ARE NOT allowed in Solo One Baton, Two Baton, Multiple, Three Baton, Hoop, Flag, Dance Twirl Team,
Twirl Team, Duets or Trios. Tricks not allowed in these events include body aerials, walkovers, cartwheels, handstands, butterflies,
somersaults, handsprings, body mounts, and body tosses. Penalty: 2.0 point and one ranking in placement.

+Athletes should be entered into the appropriate status level according to their number of wins. All wins count regardless of
organization.

An athlete may be beginner in solo one baton and novice in two baton.
*Novice less than 3 wins; Beginner less than 5 additional first place wins; Intermediate less than 8 additional first place wins;
Advanced less than 12 additional first place wins.
«Elite; an athlete has reached the highest and most prestigious level of competition.
+Solo one baton NOVICE note: Novice performers may not perform a high toss illusion or more than a two turn around
*Solo Dance Twirl-One baton routine to twirler's own music; no props or other equipment
+Solo Freestyle-1-4 batons, Athlete may perform with a variety of twirling equipment (example: ribbon, hoop, etc.). The routine
should consist of the movement of both the baton(s) and the body to complement the musical selection and in an interpretive and
emotional way. Two gymnastic skills are allowed in which one or two hands must touch the ground before the feet go over the head.
Gymnastic skills will be judged as a creative movement, not necessarily as a difficulty skill. Backdrops, set decorations and scenery
are not allowed. (Ex. easel, table, carpets, buckets, etc.) All props must be twirled.
*No solo athlete may double enter at any level of competition. No group athlete may compete against themselves at any level of
competition. A corps member may compete only once in a corps classification (i.e. may compete in only one twirling corps and in
only one parade corps).
+Athletes who choose to use self-advancement to proceed to the next status level may not revert to a lower level.

ExampleAn athlete has achieved only two Novice solbatoa wins, but wishes to enter Beginner soldatan.
This is allowed in AAblitthe athlete will remain at the Beginner solebaten level may NOT revert back to the Novice
solo onebaton level and will orie allowedo win five more first places before having to move up to the Intermediate
solo onebaton level.

*One athlete or group in an uncontested division does not count towards advancement.

*Protection will be used at judge’s discretion. A first place award is a first place award.

+All wins count in all cases, regardless of which organization the win was achieved. Wins not recognized: no entry fee, no
placements, individual studio contest, and parks and recreation.

*The highest level achieved in any baton twirling organization shall be maintained in AAU Baton Twirling regardless of number of
wins.

*When multi status levels are not available at a competition, the win constitutes as a win in the athlete’s present status level.

*No win may change an athlete's status on the same day or on any day of a successive multi-day event but will be in effect for the
next competition.

Note: At AAU Junior Olympics Games, athlete must compete in the skill level at which she/he qualified. (i.e. won Beginner
must compete Beginner even if advancement occurs after qualifying)
